UNFINISHED BUSINESS
· Berwick Iron & Metal Recycling / Proposed Conditional use – Metal Shredder, 106 Route 236: Review and Take Action on Findings of Fact.

The Planning Board reviewed and revised the draft Findings of Fact provided by the Applicants’ Attorney per approval from Town Attorney, Alan Shepard. In attendance were the Applicants, engineer Tom Harmon, Applicants’ attorney, Matt Manahan, and Alan Shepard to answer Planning Board questions.

MOTION by Judy Burgess, SECOND by Ron Morrell to approve the Findings of Fact as revised for Berwick Iron & Metal Recycling located at 106 Route 236 (Map R-57, Lot 32), PASSED unanimously 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS
· Traditional Woodworks, Inc. / Conditional Use & Site Plan Review / Woodworking and Architectural Millwork Facility, Commercial Drive (Map R-54, Lot 15-5).

Lew Chamberlain, Attar Engineering, and Mike Pouliotte, Traditional Woodworks owner, provided an overview of expansion of the above business to include this new facility within the approved Interstate Park commercial subdivision on an existing, paved cul-de-sac. Applicant proposes a 12,250 square foot building and an 840 square foot garage which will be supplied by a new transformer, well and septic system sized. Parking has been reduced to 19 unpaved spaces. 

Abutters, Craig and Annie Doucette, 17 Northeast Drive, discussed concerns of current and past flooding of their property, and well water quality issues. Applicant’s engineer, Code Enforcement Officer and Planning Board discussed reduced water flow with addition of retention pond and channelized runoff away from abutting property. The Doucette’s drilled well should suffer no consequences from the proposed development.

MOTION by Paul Boisvert, SECOND by Peter Perri to approve the Site Plan review and Conditional Use permit for Traditional Woodworks, Inc. to be located at 27 Commercial Drive (Map R-54, Lot 15-5), PASSED unanimously 5-0.

· Wm. Shapleigh & Son Construction Co. / Conditional Use & Site Plan Review / Equipment Maintenance & Equipment Facility, Industry Drive (Map R-72, Lot 12-3).

Tom Harmon, Civil Consultants, and Will Shapleigh, owner, were in attendance to discuss the proposed 40x70 square foot maintenance facility and 20x30 square foot office building for the general contractor/excavator equipment company. This will be constructed in a previously approved industrial/commercial subdivision. 

No public members in attendance to provide comments or questions. 

The Town Engineer will provide the Planning Board with his review prior to the following meeting.

· Land Use Ordinance Amendments – Article II, Section 2.2 Definitions: Inclusion of definition “Intermittent Light”, and Article VII, Section 7.12 Signs.
