APPROVAL OF MINUTES
· Minutes – March 17, 2011: Approved. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
· Wm. Shapleigh & Son Construction Co. / Conditional Use & Site Plan Review / Equipment Maintenance & Equipment Facility, Industry Drive (Map R-72, Lot 12-3).

Tom Harmon, Civil Consultants, and Will Shapleigh, owner, were in attendance and presented the Board with a revised plan illustrating locations of the proposed well, septic tank and septic disposal areas.

MOTION by Paul Boisvert, SECOND by Tom Wright to approve the waiver request for the requirements in Article 10.2.F of the Berwick Subdivision Regulations requiring substantial completion of street construction upon the entire frontage of the lot, PASSED unanimously 5-0.

MOTION by Paul Boisvert, SECOND by Tom Wright to approve the Site Plan review and Conditional Use permit with Conditions for Wm. Shapleigh Construction, Co. for a maintenance and equipment facility for Map R72, lot 12-3 on Industry Drive (Map R-72, Lot 12-3), PASSED unanimously 5-0.

· Desmarais Subdivision / Amendment to Approved Subdivision Plan, Pine Hill Road (Map R-44, Lot 210: Sketch Plan Review. 

Tom Harmon, Civil Consultants, represented developer, Richard Desmarais who was not in attendance. Proposal includes reducing the total number of lots previously approved in 2008 to include 4 buildable lots with an additional non-buildable portion to remain undeveloped at this time. Mr. Harmon confirmed the Sewer District had verbally agreed with this concept sketch. The Board scheduled a public hearing for May 5, 2011.

· Traditional Woodworks, Inc. / Proposed Conditional Use & Site Plan Review, Commercial Drive (Map R-54, Lot 15-5): Execute Approved Plan. 

Chairman Ashburn executed the Findings of Fact.

NEW BUSINESS
· Fox Ridge Development – Warrant Petition: Discuss.

The Planning Board did not act on the request to revisit the original Conditions of Approval for the Fox Ridge Development due to:
1. Request for Planning Board review to be provided directly by either the HOA representatives and/or the developer. No public members were in attendance at this meeting, nor have I been contacted requesting this review.
1. Original 1997 Planning Board approval clearly states that “The streets within the park will remain in private ownership and will be maintained by the developer or his successor. Streets shall not be accepted or maintained by the Town unless and until they are brought into conformance…”
1. Original 1997 approval of the Manufactured Housing Park based on developer request and understanding to allow for:
1. Reduced lot density to allow for 80 lots;
1. Reduced street standards allowing for a narrow roadway system and rights of way.
1. Conflicting information as to whether the HOA or the original developer/successor owns the roadway system. Sewer lines privately owned and maintained by the HOA, with a privately owned ROW. 

Chairman Ashburn stated the Board would discuss this again should an interested resident request their review.
