TRANSFER STATION SWAP SHOP POLICIES
1. The Purpose of the Swap Shop is to encourage the reuse of acceptable items thereby resulting in a reduction in the waste stream and in the recycling of those items through their reuse.  Transfer Station staff are encouraged to be proactive to carry out this Purpose. 
2. Items being given to the Swap Shop or being taken from it shall be at no cost to the Town.  The Town will make every effort to determine that only suitable items are made available in the Swap Shop for reuse but it assumes no responsibility for any item taken from the Shop. 
3. Transfer Station staff will supervise the use of the Swap Shop and are authorized to make the decisions required to do so within the Guidelines established by this Policy.  The Hours of Operation of the Swap Shop will be left up to the Transfer Station Supervisors Discretion. Entry into the Swap Shop is to be restricted to those persons having and exhibiting valid permits to use the Transfer Station Facility. 
4. Any children in the Swap Shop must be accompanied by a parent/guardian.  For the purpose of this Policy, anyone under the age of eighteen shall be considered a child. 
5. Transfer Station staff is authorized to tag each item with its date of arrival and to transfer such item(s) to the compactor for disposal should such item(s) not be removed from the Swap Shop within a reasonable period of time as determined by Transfer Station staff. 
6. Use of the Swap Shop shall be on a first come and first served basis.  There is no limit on the number of times a person may visit the Shop or the length of time a person may remain at the Shop.  Vehicles shall not park in front of the Shop thereby blocking access to the Shop, the Metal Pile or otherwise disrupting the smooth flow of traffic.  Transfer Station staff are authorized to request the removal of offending vehicles for safety reasons. 
7. Certain items will not be accepted in the Swap Shop for safety and/or hygienic reasons.  Such items include but are not limited to: bulky items such as unserviceable sofas, stuffed chairs, used mattresses and box springs; items which may pose a safety concern in their reuse such as small electrical appliances and child car seats; any items which contain or are themselves hazardous such as oil base paints and lacquers etc.; appliances such as washers, dryers, stoves, refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners; motor vehicles or parts thereof.  Transfer Station staff are authorized to use their judgment in adding any other items to this list. 

8. Items of clothing will not be accepted into the Swap Shop, as they should be placed in the Salvation Army Container(s) adjacent to the building. 
9. Transfer Station staff may not remove items from the Swap Shop at all on days they work at the Facility.  Items may not be set aside or otherwise held for employees.  Items may be accepted into the Swap Shop at any time.  Staff shall politely refuse any gifts from residents. 
10. Additional Policies may be added to this List from time to time when circumstances require. 
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
