PUBLIC HEARINGS
· Chris Webber / Concession Stand w/Dog Park, 410 Portland St./Rte. 4 (Map R-71, Lot 11): Proposed Conditional Use.

Chris and Mary Webber discussed their proposal to operate a mobile concession stand and a dog park on the same site as the former flea market. The concession stand/cart will be registered with the Town, and the Webbers will secure a current food license with the State. The dog park will consist of a 1 to 1.5-acre, green, chain-linked fenced area with an outlying, circular, wooded walking trail for individuals to walk their leashed dogs. There may be a donation box on-site for dog waste removal. Signage to include the previous flea market sign revised to possibly state “Berwick Bark Park”.

There were no public comments provided at the public hearing. Per Susie Scott, an abutter phoned inquiring about the size of the fenced area, and to discuss neighborhood dogs.

The Planning Board scheduled a site walk visit for Tuesday, April 26th at 6:30 pm.

· Mick Construction Corporation / Amend Conditions of Approval / Industry Drive (Map R-72, Lots 12-1 thru 12-6): Amendment to an Approved Subdivision.

Tom Harmon, Civil Consultants, presented the revised subdivision plan for public comments and/or questions. None were given.

MOTION by Paul Boisvert, SECOND by Judy Burgess to approve the amendment to the previously approved Subdivision of Land of Mick Construction Corporation on Route 4 to include the revised Note #6 of the Conditions of Approval (Map R-72, Lots 12-1 thru 12-6), PASSED unanimously 5-0.
