TOWN OF BERWICK
ROAD CULVERT POLICY
Pursuant to the provisions of 23 MRSA 705, any abutter on a Town Way or on a State or State Aid Highway within the compact area of Berwick (currently not applicable) who wishes to install a culvert within the public right-of-way, must obtain a permit from the Board of Selectmen to do so.  The abutter shall provide, at the abutter’s expense, a culvert satisfactory to the Board of Selectmen and the culvert shall be installed, and thereafter maintained, by the Town. 
Pursuant to the provisions of 23 MRSA 3251 through 3253, it is a violation of law for anyone to place anything in the public way that interferes with, changes or obstructs the drainage thereof. 
Pursuant to the provisions of 30A MRSA 3409, it is a violation of law for anyone to dig up the ground in a highway or Street to lay or repair drains or sewers without the written approval of the Municipal Officers. 
For the purpose of this Policy, the Road Commissioner and/or the Department Head of the Public Works Department are deemed to be the designee’s of the Board of Selectmen for administering this Policy.
