*For judging purposes, a float must be entered into one (and only one) category.

*The Parade Committee reserves the right to re-assign floats within categories as appropriate.

*You must make sure your float is checked in to participate in judging.

Youth ~ (Girl, Cub and Boy Scouts, Sports groups, school groups, 4-H clubs, etc...)
Civic ~ (Kiwanis, Rotary, American Legion, V.F.W, Community service groups clubs etc...)
Commercial ~ (Retail and Businesses, large child care centers etc...)

Best Overall ~ Award to be given to the best all-around entry matching theme by the Parade Judges.

Floats will be judged on the following criteria:

possible points
*Design/decoration/costumes related to theme

20 points

*QOriginality and creativity 15 points
*Presentation 15 points
Total Basic Points 50 points

*Decorated towing vehicle Bonus 5 points

Total possible points 55 points
