QUITCLAIM DEED

The INHABITANTS OF THE TOWN OF BERWICK, a Maine municipality with a mailing address of P.O. Box 696, 11 Sullivan Square, Berwick, Maine 03901, for consideration paid, releases to SULLIVAN SCHOOL ASSOCIATES LP, a Maine limited partnership with a mailing address of P.O. Box 3572, Portland, Maine 04104, the following described premises located in the Town of Berwick, York County, Maine:

A certain lot or parcel of land, together with all buildings and improvements thereon, situated on the northwesterly side of School Street, the northerly side of Wilson Street and the southerly side of Logan Street, in the Town of Berwick, County of York, and State of Maine, consisting of two adjacent parcels designated “School Premises” and “Development Premises”.  The School Premises are 2.14 acres, together with the buildings and improvements and all appurtenances, rights, interests, easements and privileges appertaining thereto, as further described in Schedule A attached hereto and made a part hereof.  The Development Premises are all of the hereinafter described 10.03 acre premises as are not designated School Premises or Excluded Premises (as defined below).  Said School Premises, Development Premises and Excluded Premises are depicted on Schedule B attached hereto and made a part hereof. 


Together the School Premises and the Development Premises comprise all of the 10.03 acre premises conveyed to the Inhabitants of the Town of Berwick by Maine School Administrative District No. 60 by deed dated June 28, 2004 and recorded in the York County Registry of Deeds in Book 14303, Page 873, and by deed dated July 19, 2006 and recorded in the York County Registry of Deeds in Book 14912, Page 754, EXCEPTING the police station building and the community center building and the 5,000 square feet of land underlying said buildings, all as depicted as “Excluded Premises” on Schedule B attached hereto and made a part hereof.  

Ownership of said Excluded Premises is reserved by the Inhabitants of the Town of Berwick.  No rights are conveyed in and to the Excluded Premises, and the Town of Berwick shall have the full and exclusive right to use and occupy the Excluded Premises, including the buildings thereon, and the land immediately adjacent thereto.  

The Inhabitants of the Town of Berwick reserves the non-exclusive right to use all roadways and access points within and to the Development Premises, for the benefit of its reserved Excluded Premises. 

By acceptance of this deed, Sullivan School Associates LP acknowledges that it has an obligation to reconvey to the Inhabitants of the Town of Berwick the premises conveyed herein in accordance with the terms and conditions of a Reconveyance Agreement between The Inhabitants of the Town of Berwick and Sullivan School Associates LP dated July 20, 2011.
