Berwick Summer Recreation Programs offer summertime recreational activities for Berwick youth grades K-8th.  The Program incorporates sports, games, crafts, weekly themes, field trips and FUN into each week’s schedule.  Activities take place at Memorial Field, (25 Sweetser St.), the K-P Hall (Goodwin St.), and possibly the Town Hall.



	Registration: All youth entering grades K-8th are welcome to enroll in the program. $25 deposit to reserve your child’s spot. Anyone registering after June 10 will be charged a late fee of $25.00. Registration forms are available at the Berwick Town Hall or online at www.berwickmaine.org. Children must be 5 years old by July 5th - no exceptions due to School District bussing regulations.    

Cost: The Summer Program is $390 for the first child for the full six weeks for residents The Adventure Program (6th-8th) is $420 for the full six weeks for residents. Sibling discount is $50. Non- Residents fee is an additional $75. These fees include registration, a camp T-shirt, and all field trips. Camp fees and field trip costs are non- refundable.  Payment plans can be arranged with the Recreation Director. Payment for camp must be complete by the start camp or your child cannot attend. Payments must be made by July 1. There are some scholarship funds available to those that qualify and Camp Assistance forms are due June 1. The Town of Berwick’s returned check fee is $55.

General Information
SCHEDULE: Monday - Friday, 9 am - 3 p.m. July 5- August 12.   DO NOT DROP YOUR CHILD OFF BEFORE 9:00 AM unless you have enrolled in the before & after care program. Staff will not be present to supervise children. If your child is not going to attend a field trip you will need to make alternate arrangements for that day. There is no supervision on field trip days at the Recreation Field for those not attending the field trip and most trip days the busses leave by 9:15 so please arrive on time.

Attendance: Attendance is taken under the pavilion at each groups table at Memorial Field at 9 am (or the rain day location). For Adventure Camp attendance is taken within the basketball court. Those participating will be allowed to leave at 3 PM when camp has ended. Walkers will be allowed to leave on their own only if a parent has designated so on the registration form. If you would like your child to leave prior to dismissal, picked up by another person or walk home, a note must be on file. Attendance is not mandatory - calls are not made for those absent. Campers are welcome to use the camp phone to call a parent.  However, please feel free to call the field to check on your child’s arrival or any other concerns.

Sign-out Policy: To ensure the safety of all children participating in the Summer Program we will be continuing the option of signing out children at the end of the day.  The registration form does allow the parent to check if a signature is required to release the child at the end of the day. ALL children need to CHECK OUT verbally with their counselor before leaving. 

Late Fee:  Please be on time to pick up your child at 3:00 p.m.  A late fee of $5.00 per 10 minutes will be enforced and charged after 3:05 p.m.

Weather: Space is EXTREMELY limited again this year on rainy days. On rainy days we will be using the K-P Hall on Goodwin St. and possibly the old gym next to the Police Station.  If it is raining in the morning please consider keeping your child at home if possible as our space is very limited. Unless it drastically clears up we will stay at the rain place until dismissal. We may be posting information on the website www.berwickmaine.org   also will be using the facebook page “Town of Berwick Maine Recreation to share info as well. 

Please provide each Day:   Lunch, a drink that is close-able and not glass and a snack for the morning. Refrigeration is not available. A backpack that your child can manage fairly independently with a bathing suit, towel, sweatshirt, change of clothes, hat, sunscreen and possibly rain gear. Please label all belongings, including clothing and sunscreen. Make sure your child is able to carry all of their belongings especially on field trips. A labeled water bottle is recommended and can be refilled throughout the day. Summer campers will get a small “cubby” to store all of their belongings in at the field. 

Emergencies: In case of a serious accident during camp at the field or on a field trip you will be contacted immediately. Emergencies will be transported to the nearest hospital. Emergencies at Memorial Field will be transported to Wentworth Douglas Hospital via American Medical Response ambulance service. 

Before and After Care: Please contact the Recreation Director at 698-1101 ext. 117 for more information and to register for this additional program.  You have the option to register online for B & A Care.

Zero Tolerance: In order to provide all campers with a safe and supportive environment, Berwick Recreation maintains a strict “Zero Tolerance” policy in regard to physical or verbal abuse, bullying, theft, vandalism and the use of any and all illegal substances. Any camper found in violation of this policy can be asked to leave the camp and no refunds will be issued.  All campers are required to read, sign and follow the Behavior Contract.

Money: Children do not need to bring any money unless they wish to have spending money & we have tried to highlight the trips where they may wish to do so, or will inform you in advance if it is necessary. Counselors/staff will not be responsible for ensuring the safety of any camper’s money. 

Electronics and Cell phones, etc.: Are not permitted at camp or field trips. If they are brought to camp we are not responsible for anything that happens to any valuables so please reconsider bringing them to camp. We understand that parents may wish to communicate with their child using their cell phone, however the camp staff may need to limit their use. There is a phone available at the field for use with permission. 

Special Needs and Medications: We are happy to accommodate children with special needs but in order for us to be able to help your child have an enjoyable experience at camp, we ask that you notify the Recreation Director of your child’s needs prior to your child’s first day of camp. Please notify us of any allergies, accessibility concerns, behavioral, psychological or emotional conditions or other special needs.  In the case of severe food allergies, it is not possible for us to monitor what other children bring into camp or come into contact with on field trips.

The Recreation Program is NOT responsible for administering medication to children. Consult your child’s physician about altering the child’s dosage so that medication can be administered outside of camp hours. If this is not an option, you can discuss medication needs with the Camp Director. 

We hope to offer these camps to as wide a range of children as possible, however it is not possible for us to offer one-on-one care. If your child receives one-on-one care within their school department whereas the school incorporates the placement of an educational technician or other hired staff being placed in a classroom setup for your child's well-being and/or your child is placed in a specially designed classroom setup other than a regular classroom for other than strictly educational purposes, this department will require that your child have one-on-one care for all towns programs at the participants expense.  The one-on-one care giver must be approved by this department prior to participation. A meeting must be set up prior to camp with the Recreation Director to discuss your child's needs. 

Camp Shirts and Field Trips: All participants are provided a camp T-shirt which are mandatory on all field trips including IN THE WATER on water trips. This is for safety reasons.  Additional shirts may be purchased if desired for $10.

Bowling—SOCKS are required!  

Water trips        Examples include Bunganut Lake, Fort Foster, Wentworth Lake, Wells Beach & Splashtown:  please have your child arrive with their bathing suit on under their camp shirts & shorts. Towel and water shoes are highly recommended.

Indoor Climbing (Adv. Camp Only) – need liability waiver signed to attend

Kayaking (Adv. Camp Only)  - need liability waiver signed to attend

Field Trips: most field trips leave promptly at 9:15, so please have your camper arrive at 9:00. The campers MUST be present for attendance and MAY NOT arrive AT the field trip location.

    Campers need to bring a lunch (except special field trips), snack & water bottle every day. CAMP T-SHIRT is required for all field trips.  A full schedule of field trips and other camp information will be provided with the family letter later in June. (Please make sure we have your correct MAILING address.)  Trips are subject to change. Field trip list will be emailed to participants and paper copies will be available also.  We do not post field trip schedule publicly for safety reasons.
