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Yellow DOT Program

Within the next couple of weeks, it is planned for Berwick and South Berwick, Emergency Service Organizations which includes Fire & Rescue and Police, to introduce the “Yellow Dot” program. 
This is a free service provided by both communities along with assistance from other interested groups.

The “Yellow Dot” Program is designed to assist citizens and first responders in the event of an automobile crash or other medical emergency involving the participant’s vehicle. The program can help save lives during the critical “golden hour” by improving communications at a time when accident victims may be unable to communicate for themselves.

The Program provides detailed medical information that can be crucial following a crash. Participants of the program receive a “ Yellow Dot “ decal, a “Yellow Dot” folder and information form with the participant’s name,  emergency information, contact information, personal physician’s information, medical conditions, recent surgeries and medications being used. 
A “Yellow Dot” decal on the driver’s rear window of the vehicle which will alert the first responder to check in the glove compartment for corresponding “Yellow Dot” folder. Having this information following a crash helps first responders positively identify the person, get in touch with family or emergency contacts and ensures that the person’s current medications and pre-existing medical conditions are considered when treatment is administered for injuries.

Note: Some people have expressed concerns about potential identity theft using Yellow Dot information. We share that concern, which is why we specifically do not ask for driver license numbers, social security numbers or birth dates on Yellow Dot information packets.
Enrollment is completely voluntary, and most of the information included in the medical information sheet can already be found in your vehicle’s glove compartment on your vehicle registration and insurance card. 
If there is information asked for that a person is not comfortable listing, they can leave that space blank or they can note where the information can be found.
